The Concho Valley Transit District met on Wednesday, April 13, 2011 in the Concho Valley Regional Conference and Training Center, 2801 W. Loop 306, Suite A, San Angelo, TX.

Call to Order
Chairman Allen Amos announced the presence of a quorum and called the meeting to order at 1:17 PM. 

Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance
Judge Roy Blair gave the invocation and Judge Allen Amos led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Welcome of New Board Member Fredd Adams

Fredd Adams was unable to attend this board meeting so he was not introduced.
Approval of Minutes

Upon a motion by Commissioner John Nanny, seconded by Commissioner Miguel Villanueva, the minutes of the April 13, 2011 meeting were unanimously approved.
Approval of checks in excess of $2,000 written since the last meeting 
Upon a motion by Judge Roy Blair, seconded by Judge Fred Deaton, CVTD checks in excess of $2,000 written since the last meeting were unanimously approved.
Discussion and Approval for CVTD Executive Director to Open Checking Account
Sean Scott informed the board that they allowed the CVTD to open a line of credit with the First National Bank of Mertzon at the last meeting.  It was discovered that the CVTD should open a checking account so funds could be easily transferred from one bank to the other.  The CVTD is asking that the board allow the Executive Director to open a checking account at the First National Bank of Mertzon.  Judge Andrew Murr asked who would be authorized on the account.  Nancy Pahira said Jeffrey Sutton, Marc Mata, and Judge Allen Amos would be signers on the account.  Sean Scott added that those are the people who were previously authorized to sign on the other checking account.  Upon a motion by Judge Ralph Sides, seconded by Judge Richard Cordes, authorization for the CVTD Executive Director to open a checking account was unanimously approved.
Discussion and Approval to move funds currently in CD at Texas State Bank to the checking account at First National Bank of Mertzon
Sean Scott informed the board that this is a certificate of deposit that the CVTD has at Texas State Bank.  The CD is currently used for capital purchases but funds are needed to open the checking account that was previously approved.  Judge Ralph Sides inquired about the worth of the CD.  Sean Scott informed him that the CD has $32,510.00.  Nancy Pahira added that about $4,500.00 of that amount is local funds that can be used to cover the interest on the line of credit.  Upon a motion by Judge Larry Isom, seconded by Judge John Nanny, authorization for the CVTD Executive Director to open a checking account was unanimously approved.
Review Financial Reports/Balance Sheet 

The CVTD board was provided documentation that shows the monthly balance of the CVTD accounting books for their review.  This information is provided monthly on a regular basis and is a good device for tracking grant activity.  No action is required on this agenda item.
Report on Multi-Modal Terminal Update 

Sean Scott reported that at 5:00 am the slab for the building was poured and etching in the grooves should be taking place at the time.  Templeton informed Sean that they were going to start going vertical on Tuesday.  He believed that their sheet rock crew was going to come in on May 26, 2011 and that they are a little bit ahead of schedule.  
Report on Regional Plan Update

Sean Scott introduced Doray Hill, Interim MPO Director, from the Metropolitan Planning Organization for the City of San Angelo.  Doray Hill said that the MPO is still working with the CVTD on regional planning.  They had their second meeting on March 4, 2011.  At this meeting, they discussed doing a needs assessment survey to determine San Angelo and the Concho Valley’s transportation needs.  Their next meeting will be held on June 9, 2011.  He asked that the board notify him if they are not receiving his emails because they will be his contacts.  
Report on Triennial Review

Sean Scott notified the board that the CVTD has a Triennial Review every three years.  The FTA comes in and goes through 26 categories, which includes such items as finances, compliances, and the drug and alcohol program.  The last review was in 2007 which was when the CVTD just took over the city’s busses.  This Review will be held August 9-11, 2011.
