APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009A – URBAN American Recovery Act (ARRA) Funds for Multimodal Terminal Facilities Project
Upon a motion by Judge Isom, seconded by Jon Mark Hogg, approval to accept award in the amount of $1,572,211 in Urban ARRA Funds in Urban American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Funds for approved Multi-Modal Terminal facilities project was unanimously approved.  

APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009B – RURAL American Recovery Act (ARRA) for Multimodal Terminal Facilities Project
Upon a motion by Jon Mark Hogg, seconded by Commissioner Nanny, approval to accept award in the amount of $1,286,000 in Rural American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Funds for approved Multi-Modal Terminal facilities project was unanimously approved.  

APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009C – Federal §5317 New Freedom Funds for Mobility Management and Volunteer Driver programs
Upon a motion by Commissioner Nanny, seconded by John David Fields, approval to accept award in the amount of $140, 173 in federal §5317 New Freedom Funds for Mobility Management and Volunteer Driver programs was unanimously approved.  
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APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009D – Discretionary State Administered Federal §5311 Non Urbanized Funds

Upon a motion by Judge Sides, seconded by Judge Blair, approval to award in the amount of $171,692 in discretionary state administered federal §5311 non-urbanized funds for operating, capital, and or planning and administration was unanimously approved.  

APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009E – Federal §5310 Funds Special Needs of Elderly Individuals and Individuals with Disabilities Program

Upon a motion by Judge Isom, seconded by Jon Mark Hogg, approval to award of federal §5310 funds, Special Needs of Elderly Individuals and Individuals with Disabilities Program and Transportation Development Credits was unanimously approved.  

APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009F – Standard Commission Agency Contract with Kerrville Bus Co., Inc.
At a regular meeting on February 11, 2009, Jon Mark Hogg requested that the CVTD staff to bring back a proposed budget so that the board could see actual numbers before negotiating a contract with Kerrville Bus Co.   Noel Hernandez, CVTD Business Manager, reviewed a proposed budget with the board.  Upon a motion by Commissioner Nanny, seconded by Judge Blair, approval to negotiate and enter into a Standard Commission Agency Contract with Kerrville Bus Co., Inc was unanimously approved.  

APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009G – Updated Charter Service Policy and Procedures
FTA has updated 49 CFR 604 effective April 2008 and the CVTD staff has developed a compliant charter service policy that adheres to the new regulation.  Upon a motion by John David Fields, seconded by Jon Mark Hogg, the updated Charter Service Policy and Procedures were unanimously approved.  

APPROVAL OF CVTD RESOLUTION 061009H – CVTD Advertising Procedure  
The procedure was not included with the policy which was approved at a regular CVTD meeting on April 9, 2008.  The CVTD staff has added this new procedure to aid in their efforts to educate the public and others who might be interested in advertising.  Upon a motion by Jon Mark Hogg, seconded by Judge Isom, the updated Charter Service Policy and Procedures were unanimously approved.

DISCUSSION of Public Information Request

A dispatching software procurement bid was approved and awarded at the April 8, 2009 CVTD meeting.  The CVTD was contacted by two of the vendors that were not awarded bid requesting information under the Freedom Information Act.   CVTD staff is concerned with some of the proprietary information included in those bids and has handed this matter over to the CVTD attorneys.  
LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Mr. Stephens reported that on the transit side they did not award any extra state money.  CVTD staff distributed the Code of Ethics and Conflict of Interest Policy for all of the board members to sign for the procurement process.
