AUTHORIZATION FOR CVCOG TO SIGN TCDRS AUTHORIZATION TO MAINTAIN CURRENT PLAN FOR 2012
Upon a motion by Judge Blair, seconded by Commissioner Nanny, authorization for the Presiding Officer of the Concho Valley Council of Governments to sign the Texas County & District Retirement System agreement to maintain the current TCDRS plan for year 2012 was unanimously approved.

AUTHORIZATION FOR CVCOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO ENTER INTO CONTRACT WITH CENTURY LINK TO PURCHASE AND REPLACE EQUIPMENT
Upon a motion by Judge Bearden, seconded by Judge Deaton, authorization for the CVCOG Executive Director to enter into a contract with CenturyLink not to exceed $692,540 for the purchase and replacement of 9-1-1 front room equipment at each of the Concho Valley Council of Governments Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs); all of which has been approved by the Commission on State Emergency Communications was unanimously approved.
