AUTHORIZATION TO SIGN THE TEXAS COUNTY & DISTRICT RETIREMENT SYSTEM (TCDRS) AUTHORIZATION FORM IN ORDER TO MAINTAIN THE PLAN PROVISIONS FOR 2011 
Upon a motion by Judge Standard, seconded by Judge Bearden, authorization for the Executive Director to sign the Texas County and District Retirement System (TCDRS) Authorization Form for maintaining the CVCOG plan provisions for 2011 was unanimously approved. 

REVIEW & COMMENT

Upon a motion by Judge Standard, seconded by Judge Deaton, the following application was unanimously granted a favorable review without additional comment:

· Angelo State University to the United States Department of Education, Developing Hispanic-Serving Institutions Program in the amount of $3,237,234 over the next five years to improve retention and graduation rates of Hispanic and low income students.

Upon a motion by Judge Neal, seconded by Judge Amos, the following application was unanimously granted a favorable review without additional comment:
· X Bar Ranch to the United States Department of Agriculture – Rural Development, Rural Energy for America program in the amount of 3,694 to help with the installation of ceiling insulation, new ceiling, HVAC, water heater and drapes in the ranch Round House.

Upon a motion by Judge Amos, seconded by Judge Murr, the following application was unanimously granted a favorable review without additional comment:
· Millersview-Doole WSC to the United States Department of Agriculture – Rural Development program in the amount of $5,300,000 for water system improvements to correct federally mandated contaminant levels of radionclei and to provide expanded capacity of facilities and service area.  

APPOINTMENT OF AN EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEMBER TO THE CVCOG HEAD START POLICY COUNCIL
Upon a motion by Judge Standard, seconded by Judge Amos, Charlie Bradley, Schleicher County Judge, was unanimously approved as the Executive Committee’s representative to the CVCOG Head Start Policy Council. 

DISCUSSION ADDRESSING THE 9-1-1 FUNDING ISSUE BEING CONSIDERED BY THE SENATE FINANCE COMMITTEE
Every month, every telephone customer pays a 50 cent charge on their phone bill that is supposed to help pay for 911 service. That money eventually goes to the Commission on State Emergency Communications, and then it's up to the legislature to determine how much of that money makes its way back to the COG’s and their local region.  Over the last decade the state has accumulated a $140 million surplus.  These funds may not make it back to the regions this year.  Upcoming budget cuts are being considered and our local elected officials are concerned and want to make all efforts to voice these concerns to our state representatives.   Our local elected officials do not want to cut service or raise taxes.  Therefore, it was decided that our local Judges will try to set up a West Texas Judges meeting in Austin before October 2010 and invite the state representatives to come and discuss this issue and other legislative issues facing our region.
