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APPORVAL OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH CVEDD AND TOM GREEN COUNTY TO PROVIDE 9-1-1 ADDRESSING

Hilda Arredondo-Gariby, Director of 9-1-1 Emergency Services explained that 9-1-1 used to pay the counties for persons to do the addressing for each county.  This function is no longer available and Tom Green County was needing assistance.
